Students will begin researching colleges and other post-secondary options and will begin to develop a plan of action to help them reach their desired goals.   Additionally, students will perform a self assessment and use that self assessment to help them modify their current high school performance and make improvements.

	Stage 3 – Implementation 

	Learning Activities:(be as detailed as possible): 

All themes and most activities for this first week of activities  are taken from “A High School Plan with College Bound Dream” workbook © Mychal Wynn (attached)
Day One:  
Self Assessment Warm Up:  Students will respond to the following questions:

1. List 5 obstacles that you will have overcome, 2. list 5 academic strengths, 3. list 5 academic weaknesses, 4. list 5 people who support you, 6. list 5 life goals. 

After students have responded to the questions ask for volunteers to share their responses and talk about their lists and how what steps they think are necessary make a change.  

Activity:  College: TV or Reality? 
Materials needed: pencil, paper, VCR/DVD player

Directions:  Show students a college clip from television/movie (i.e. A Different World, Waterboy, etc… (other appropriate movies/clips)).  Have students take notes on what they witness in terms of college life, classroom experiences, support services, and diversity.  Once clip is completed have students share their discoveries and observations about college.  For many of our students some of these television shows may be older than they are and they may not have ever seen or known what life is like on a college campus.   As students are sharing their observations, share your experiences and talk about how they compare and contrast with what the students just watched.  
Closure:  Have students write a short reflection about their advisory experience today and what their thoughts are about college.
Day Two:  Why College?

Warm Up:  Have students write a short reflection on why they want or do not want to attend college.  

 Activity:  Why do you want to attend college and What is your top-ten list of colleges and universities?  activities from  the “A High School Plan …” 

For the first activity students will respond to a short list of questions and prompts found the attached lesson under Activity 2.   This will help students begin to think about what interests them and how to find a college or university that is tailored to their needs and interests.   Students will use the laptops to research their top-ten list of colleges and universities and write down the requirements for admission.
Day Three: Why College?  Day 2
Opening:  Have students write down one thing that they have learned from their exploration of colleges on an index card in small groups.   Have the groups switch cards and compare and contrast similarities and differences amongst their different colleges.

Activity:  Developing a 4-year academic schedule activity from “A High School Plan…) 

Student will develop a four year plan in their core classes that are consistent with the colleges in their top-ten list.  Students will also identify courses that represent their individual talents and gifts to see if those courses may be offered or required for their major. 
Students will be given a copy of the extracurricular activities and clubs at the LAB and will develop a 4-year extracurricular activity schedule.  Having students plan what clubs and activities they are interested in participating in while in high school will help the students be well rounded and therefore more attractive to colleges and universities. Their extracurricular activites should reflect the student interests. 

Closure: Students will write their feelings about college and high school and how high school can prepare them for college.
